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Fully in English Department of Business Administration, Asia University
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International students enrolled in the university’s standard liberal arts curriculum will be processed via the rules set forth from The Center for the Development of

Language Teaching and Research.
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Students from Hong Kong, Macau, China, and overseas Chinese students enrolled in the university’s standard liberal arts curriculum will be processed as international

student standard curriculums
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The professional elective courses of each department are above 50 credits. Students should complete at least 36 credits of the professional elective courses in the major
department. To encourage students to take interdisciplinary courses, students can be taken freely in other departments of College of Management. The maximum number

of credits for admitting external department electives is 15 credits.
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Due to the cost consideration, those who study management courses or with the same course name in other departments can be credited in the name of management or

the same name courses.

If the courses of other departments are 2 semesters, that can be credited two similar single-semester courses.

More credits can be credited for less, but less credits can’t be credited for more.
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For those subjects which are not above-mentioned credit principles, the credits selected from other departments will be credited waiver and transference
according to students' interests.
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
